DESCRIPTION AND SITE OF WORK: For the project known as the ESTATES DRIVE 
WATER LINE REPLACEMENT PROJECT, (hereinafter “Project”), the Work generally 
consists of construction of roadway modifications, potable waterline, and irrigation 
waterlines with associated appurtenances. The work is located in Park City, UT, as 
indicated on the Drawings. 
  
The project includes the construction of approximately 1500 lf of PVC C900 potable water 
line, with appurtenances, connections to existing water services, cathodic protection, and 
asphalt restoration.
