Design (The combination of physical elements that create the form, plan, space, structure, and style. Describe additions and/or alterations 
from the original design, including dates--known or estimated--when alterations were made): The one-story frame hall-parlor house 
appears to have undergone significant alterations, many of which restored important historic elements.  The 
Sanborn Insurance maps--1889, 1900 and 1907--show a hall-parlor house with full-width front porch.  Some 
alterations were made during this time (1889-1907) to the rear of the house, but those changes made within the 
historic period and reflect typical methods used in Park City to expand existing houses to accommodate 
contemporary needs.  The tax photo shows a period revival pediment portico and shutters applied to the house. 
The entry porch had been removed by 1995 and current photographs show a full-width hipped roof porch and the 
return of a period style door.  The changes are significant and serve to restore the site's original design integrity. 
 
Setting (The physical environment--natural or manmade--of a historic site. Describe the setting and how it has changed over time.):  
the setting remains as indicated in early photographs and the Sanborn Insurance maps. 
 
Workmanship (The physical evidence of the crafts of a particular culture or people during a given period in history. Describe the distinctive 
elements.): The physical evidence from the period that defines this as a typical Park City mining era house are the 
simple methods of construction, the use of non-beveled (drop-novelty) wood siding, the plan type, the simple roof 
form, the informal landscaping, the restrained ornamentation, and the plain finishes. It is not clear if the materials 
from the historic period were retained and repaired or replaced with new materials.  Additional investigation into the 
authenticity of the materials should be done. 
 
Feeling (Describe the property's historic character.): The physical elements of the site, in combination, convey a sense of 
life in a western mining town of the late nineteenth and early twentieth centuries. 
 
Association (Describe the link between the important historic era or person and the property.): The Hall-Parlor house form is the 
earliest type to be built in Park City and one of the three most common house types built in Park City during the 
mining era. 
 
A draft National Register nomination was prepared for this site, but was not reviewed for this report.  After review of 
the nomination, the site should be re-evaluated for designation as a Landmark Site or to remain as a Significant 
Site.

Park City was the center of one of the top three metal mining districts in the state during Utah's mining 
boom period of the late nineteenth and early twentieth centuries, and it is one of only two major metal 
mining communities that have survived to the present.  Park City's houses are the largest and best-
preserved group of residential buildings in a metal mining town in Utah.  As such, they provide the most 
complete documentation of the residential character of mining towns of that period, including their 
settlement patterns, building materials, construction techniques, and socio-economic make-up.  The 
residences also represent the state's largest collection of nineteenth and early twentieth century frame 
houses.  They contribute to our understanding of a significant aspect of Park City's economic growth and 
architectural development as a mining community.1
