‘9 Purple—Effective immediately, service is suspended until further notice.
10 White— Service ends at 11:10 PM. Reduced to 15-minute frequency all day.
"I'I Black— No changes
‘ AM City Wide— Departs Fresh Market at 5:25, 5:45, 6:25 AM.
. PM City Wide — One bus departs 1114 PM from Old Town Transit Center (OTTC).
