SR-248 TRANSMISSION WATER LINE IMPROVEMENT

plan for the treatment of water draining from the Judge and Spiro Tunnels, is nearing completion.  

Crews are currently working along the south side of SR-248, from Wyatt Earp Way to Comstock Drive, 
between 7:00 a.m.-6:00 p.m., Monday-Friday. 

Once Phase I is in service, crews will start install toward Bonanza Drive.  Crews working on the project will 
follow strict guidelines to remain in compliance with the Summit County Public Health Order.

Proper pavement 
management minimizes the need for costly road reconstruction.

 30 tons of crack seal to various city streets and 3 tons of crack seal to bike paths (prolongs pavement 

life by sealing the surface cracks). 
 6,443 tons of asphalt for pavement overlays. 
 14,228 square yards sealcoat to maintain bike path safety.

 A temporary building for the treatment of drinking water from the Thiriot Spring was installed. This 

building, located along Three Kings Drive at the northwest corner of the site, will be removed as the 

3KWTP work is completed. 

 Work within the Golf Course area of play was completed in advance of the course opening. 

 Design and scheduling for dredging of the golf course ponds progressing.
