NARRATIVE DESCRIPTION OF PROPERTY

149 Woodside is a T/L cottage type house that has been altered. The T/L cottage, also known as a cross-
wing, is one of the main three types of houses built during the historic Park City mining era. Though there is
evidence from the Sanborn maps that additions were made between 1889 and 1907, these are in-period
additions. One alteration that has occurred since the c. 1940 tax photograph is the small window bay present
on the front gable end of the house. The cross gable roof is sheathed with metal shingles, which replaced an
earlier shingle material shown in the tax photo. The house was originally clad in drop-novelty siding, but this
has been replaced or covered by clapboard wood siding. The windows on the primary facade are all fixed
casement windows, with a window on each side of the front bay and a large window to the left of the door in
the porch area. The door is a wood frame and panel with a small vertically oriented upper light. The porch is
covered by a shed roof extension of the main roof, which is supported by lathe turned wood posts. A simple
wood railing runs between these posts. There is a retaining wall running parallel to the street and the site
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slopes up from the retaining wall, causing the house level to be significantly higher than the road grade. While
the overall form remains legible, the material alterations have diminished the house’s historic value.

Narrative Statement of Significance:

The history of 149 Woodside was written about in a 1978 National Register nomination form as follows:

“Contributory to the -Park City residential district in age, with alterations illustrating the changes in function
and needs over time.

“The first transaction recorded on the property occured in 1890, from David McLaughlin to John L. Mitchell.
However, in 1902 James Duffey granted the property to Bartley McDonough, and in 1907 to Patrick F. Ryan.
In 1937-38 transactions occurred from Walter Matthew Ryan to Bridgett Ryan, and to Mary Kelly.

“James Duffy was involved in early mining activity in Park City. Born in Ireland in about 1858, Duffy arrived in
the United States in 1880, and shortly thereafter in Park City. In 1907 he moved to Salt Lake City where he
died in 1946. Duffy was related to a McDonough family, which could have been the same family granted the
property in 1902.

“Patrick F. Ryan, owner in 1910, served Park City both as a miner, and in law enforcement. Born in Mt. Hope,
N. J. in 1869, Ryan came to Park City in 1886 with his parents. He worked in the mines for five years, then
journeyed to Oklahoma, but returned to the Park in 1905.

“Ryan was a member of the Park City Police Dept. from 1910 to 1913; and served as the Summit County
Sheriff during the 1915-19 period. During WWI he acted as chairman of the Summit County Draft Boards. He
had been employed by the Park City School Board since 1921, and died in 1932.”

Further research has discovered that John L. Mitchell granted the property to Mary Hockey in 1895, and she
granted it to James Duffy in 1897, thus filling the gap between Mitchell and Duffy.
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Bartley McDonough was an Irish immigrant who came to America in 1876. He lived in Park City during the
1900 census, but in a different house. He was a miner, and also Sheriff of Park City for two terms. He lived

until 1910.

Bridget Ryan was Patrick Ryan’s wife. She continued living in Park City for some time, but later moved to
California with her son, where she died in 1957.

There is not much information regarding Mary Kelly, except that it was said she was the best knitter in the
Catholic League of Women in 1942.

The property was bought and sold many times after the historic period, and is currently owned by Nicole
Blatt.
