NARRATIVE DESCRIPTION OF PROPERTY

605 Woodside is a hall-parlor type house that has undergone significant changes. The hall-parlor is one of the
main three house types built during the historic Park City mining era. The house appears to have been joined
to the house to the south as shown in the 2006 photo, but in the 2013 photo that section has been
demolished, and a driveway leads to a larger home built in the rear of the lot. The demolition of that section
returns the house to a condition more closely seen in the Sanborn maps. The side gable roof is sheathed with
composition shingles and a rear gable addition is visible from the front of the house. The house is clad with
drop-novelty wood siding and a wood lattice work skirts the front of the porch. The windows are one-over-
one double hung sash type windows, with one window on each side of the door. The wood frame and panel
door that has a four paned upper lite is slightly to the left of center. The porch is covered by a shed extension
of the main roof and is supported by lathe turned wood posts. The posts are topped with decorative brackets
and have a simple wood railing running between them. A concrete stair leads from the porch down to the
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sidewalk through the two stacked stone retaining walls that run parallel to the sidewalk. Although the overall
form remains legible, the cumulative formal and material changes have diminished its historic value.

Narrative Statement of Significance:

This house was built while the property was still under the ownership of the Park City Townsite Corporation,
and, if it was occupied, was likely used to house workers. The first individual to own the property was Joseph
Goist who received it in 1890. Goist was a mill worker, and is first noted on the 1900 census, though it shows
him living with his six children on Norfolk Avenue at that time. There is no record of him ever living in the
house; the house does not appear on the 1910 census, indicating it was vacant, and the 1920 census shows
the house being occupied by Daniel and Margaret Mulcahey. Daniel was a miner from Colorado; no other
information could be found on him or his wife. The house did have some changes made to it while Goist
owned it, including a cellar put on the rear by 1900, with the cellar being converted into an addition by 1907.

The title search shows that the house was owned by Goist until 1932; however, the 1930 census shows it
being owned and occupied by William Beery (or Berry). The title search shows it being purchased by William
Berry in 1932 after a tax sale, but it is not known which history is correct. Berry lived there with his wife Leona
and daughter Wilma, and was a janitor at the local Lodge Hall. At some point, William died and the property
transferred to Leona, who retained it until 1967. The property has had several owners since that time and is
currently owned by JTD Utah LLC.
