NARRATIVE DESCRIPTION OF PROPERTY

827 Woodside is a T/L cottage that has undergone major changes. The T/L cottage, also known as a cross-
wing, is one of the main three house types built during the historic Park City mining era. A large dormer has
been added onto the stem wing roof. The cross gable roof is sheathed with composition shingles. The walls
are clad with drop-novelty wood siding and the front gable and the outer walls of the dormer are clad with fish
scale shingles, which are not original to the house. There is a hexagonal window in the gable of the cross-
wing and a pair of two-over-two double hung sash windows beneath. There is another pair of two-over-two
double hung sash windows in the dormer addition and one more pair in the porch area to the left of the door,
but these are all new. A single double hung window is shown in the c. 1940 tax photo. The door appears to
have also been changed since that time, and is now a wood frame and panel door with an upper oval lite. The
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porch is covered by a shed extension of the main roof and supported by lathe turned wood posts. The
foundation is concrete, as noted on the tax card. The site is informally landscaped and has a stacked stone
retaining wall that parallels the sidewalk. Although the overall form remains legible, the cumulative formal and
material changes have diminished its historic value.

Narrative Statement of Significance:

It is unknown when exactly this house was built, and it may have been while the property was under the
ownership of the Park City Townsite Corporation or the first individual to possess the property, Laura Fay.
The property as it exists today was created in 1904 when Laura Fay sold part of her land to Mary Stout.

Nothing is known of Laura Fay, but Mary Stout, or Mary McFalls, was a resident of Park City. She lived on
Woodside Avenue during the 1900 census, but it is not known if it was at this house, or another of the houses
that she owned. Her husband Charles died in 1900, leaving her with their four children. She sold this house in
1905 to E.S. Young.

No information could be found on E.S. Young, nor does the house appear on the 1910 census, which
occurred while Young owned it, so it is likely that the house was vacant at that time and Young did not reside
in park City. The house was next sold to Minnie McKissick.

Minnie McKissick is found on the 1910 census living in another house on Woodside Avenue. She lived there
with her husband Charles, who worked in the mines, and their two children. She was born in Germany and
emigrated to the U.S. in 1894. They only owned the house for a short time and it is unknown if they actually
lived in it. They sold it in 1915 to William Mozetowitz.

William Mozetowitz was a Russian immigrant who came to the U.S. in 1907. He lived at the house with his
family at the time of the 1920 census, and worked as a track man for a mine. He and his wife Annie, who was
also from Russia, were married in Park City. The house went up for a tax sale in 1920 and came under the
ownership of the county.
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The 1930 census states that the house was owned and occupied by Mary Lefler at that time, though the title
search shows that it did not come under her ownership until 1937. Mary did not work but her son Vernon
worked in the mines. She also lived in the house during the 1940 census, and her daughter and son in law
lived with her at that time. She transferred the property to Arthur Lefler in 1945, but it is unknown what their
relationship was. The property has traded hands several times since the historic period, and is currently
owned by Anat Madanes.
