NARRATIVE DESCRIPTION OF PROPERTY

1455 Woodside is a T/L cottage that has been modified. The T/L cottage, also known as a cross-wing, is one
of the main three house types built during the historic Park City mining era. It appears that the house had a
rear addition, sometime between 1941 and 1968. The cross-gable roof is sheathed with composition shingles.
The walls are clad with aluminum or vinyl siding, which replaced the asbestos siding that was in place by
1958. The asbestos siding replaced a previous siding material, presumably drop-novelty wood, which is
mentioned in the 1949 tax description. The windows have also been modified, with a large aluminum sliding
window in the front gable end and a large post-war horizontal paned window in the porch area to the left of
the door. The porch is L shaped and is covered by a hipped roof which is supported by square wood posts.
There is a stacked stone retaining wall that lines the sidewalk with an opening for the concrete walkway that
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leads to the porch. A garage exists at the right front corner of the lot. The garage has composition shingles
like the house, but its walls are concrete block with vertical board siding in the gable. The overall material
changes have been significant and diminish the houses historic value.

Narrative Statement of Significance:

This house appears on the 1907 Sanborn Insurance map, which was the earliest map for this area, thus it is
difficult to determine exactly when it was built. The property was under the ownership of the Ontario Silver
Mining Company, and had been purchased by Robert Chambers, the developer of that mining claim, in 1878.
The house was likely used to house miners or other laborers at that time. It appears on the 1930 census,
being rented at that time by James and Lavera Fairchild. James worked as a miner, but nothing else is known
of their family. The house was purchased by Charles Clegg in 1935.

Charles Clegg appears on the 1930 census, living at that time on Park Avenue. He lived there with his wife
Martha and their two children. Both he and his son worked as laborers for the mines. He sold the house in
1939, and due to no census occurring during his period of ownership, it is unknown if he and his family ever
lived here. The next owner of the house was Clarence McAfee.

Clarence McAfee appears on the 1940 census, living in this house with his wife Mary and their two daughters.
He was a miner, but no other information could be found on him or his family. The house has changed hands
several times since the historic period, and is currently owned by Diane Durham.
