
Ordinance No. 2021-52 
 
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING LAND MANAGEMENT CODE SECTION 15-2.13-2 TO 

PROHIBIT NIGHTLY RENTALS IN THE HIDDEN OAKS AT DEER VALLEY 
SUBDIVISION PHASES 2 AND 3 

 
WHEREAS, property owners within the Hidden Oaks at Deer Valley Subdivision 

Phases 2 and 3 petitioned the City Council to amend the Land Management Code to 
prohibit Nightly Rentals in the Hidden Oaks at Deer Valley Subdivision Phases 2 and 3; 
and 

 
WHEREAS, on October 27, 2021, staff posted notice according to the 

requirements of the Land Management Code; and 
 
WHEREAS, on October 27, 2021, staff mailed courtesy notice to all affected 

property owners and legal notice was published in the Park Record and the City and Utah 
Public Notice Websites; and 
 

WHEREAS, on November 10, 2021, the Planning Commission held a public 
hearing to receive input on the proposed Land Management Code amendments; 

 
WHEREAS, on November 10, 2021, the Planning Commission forwarded a 

positive recommendation to the City Council; 
 
WHEREAS, on December 16, 2021, the City Council held a public hearing;  
 
WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of Park City, Utah, to amend the Land 

Management Code to prohibit Nightly Rentals in the Hidden Oaks at Deer Valley 
Subdivision Phases 2 and 3;  

 
WHEREAS, Staff finds that the amendment to the Land Management Code will 

not cause undue harm to adjacent property owners and all requirements of the Land 
Management Code for any future development can be met; and  

 
WHEREAS, the proposed Land Management Code amendment is consistent 

with the following purposes of the Utah Municipal Land Use, Development, and 
Management Act (LUDMA) Section 10-9a-102, Purposes – General land use authority. 

1) The purposes of this chapter are to: 

a. provide for the health, safety, and welfare; 

b. promote the prosperity; 

c. improve the morals, peace, good order, comfort, convenience, and 

aesthetics of each municipality and each municipality’s present and future 

inhabitants and businesses; 

d. protect the tax base; 

e. secure economy in government expenditures; 

f. foster the state’s agricultural and other industries; 
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g. protect both urban and nonurban development; 

h. protect and ensure access to sunlight for solar energy devices; 

i. provide fundamental fairness in land use regulation; 

j. facilitate orderly growth and allow growth in a variety of housing types; and 

k. protect property values. 

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of Park City, Utah as 
follows: 

 
SECTION 1. MUNICIPAL CODE OF PARK CITY, LAND MANAGEMENT CODE TITLE 
15. The recitals above are incorporated herein as findings of fact. Section 15-2.13-2 is 
hereby amended as outlined in Attachment 1.  
 
SECTION 2. EFFECTIVE DATE. This Ordinance shall take effect upon publication.

Municipal Code 4-5-6, issue the property owner a Food Truck Location administrative approval letter. 99
