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I. Introduction. 
 

The chosen consultant will create a methodology and survey instrument to gauge citizen 
opinion regarding the use of e-bikes on public trails owned or under the jurisdictions of 
PCMC and SBSRD. The results of the survey will be provided in a report and include a 
tabulation of results, analysis, and conclusions. Results from the community survey will 
be used to help update and develop new policies and ordinances associated with e-
bikes. It is anticipated that residents, second homeowners, and businesses in the PCMC 
and SBSRD boundaries will be surveyed. 
 

II. Background. 
 

On June 30, 2016, City Council amended the Municipal Code 10-1-4.5 Non-Motorized 
Trail Use, which is the basis of PCMC’s policy associated with e-bikes.  
 
On August 15, 2019, in response to many public requests, City Council held a work 
session, amending the ordinance to exempt e-mountain bike (“e-mtb”) users age 65+, 
and directed staff to complete a survey to gauge community sentiment.  

 
On March 19, 2020, results of the e-mtb community survey were provided to City 
Council. The survey results supported the current ordinance and emphasized the 
importance of additional education and outreach. In response, the Trails and Open 
Space Department took many measures including setting up a website dedicated to e-
bikes, installing more signage at trailheads and on trails, and providing bike shops with 
up-to-date information of the ordinance. A “courtesy tag” program was established at 
the request of City Council to confirm e-mtb users validated by the Trails and Open 
Space Department as meeting requirements of the ordinance. 
 
City Council reviewed Municipal Code 10-1-4.5 again on August 29, 2023, and decided 
that another survey to gauge public opinion regarding e-bikes should be conducted. All 
meeting materials can be found here, under New Business Item 3. 

 
III. Scope of Project. 

 
PCMC seeks proposals from qualified consultants to develop statistically significant 
methodology and an appropriate survey instrument to gauge citizen opinion regarding 
the use of e-bikes on public trails (paved and natural surface) owned or under the 
jurisdiction of PCMC and SBSRD. Currently, PCMC regulates e-bikes on paved pathways 
and natural surface trails consistent with Municipal Code 10-1-4.5. SBSRD does not have 
a code that addresses e-bikes specifically, but has disallowed them on natural surface, 
singletrack trails by use designation allowed under Summit County Code 7-5-4.

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a. Survey Design and Questions 

 
i. The selected consultant will develop an objective survey methodology 

designed to gauge community opinion about e-bike use in Park City and 
the Snyderville Basin. This should include noticing, scheduling, meeting 
notes, reports, and related administrative tasks, as well as creating a 
website to capture additional input and provide updates and information. 

ii. Questions should capture demographics of the survey respondents. 
iii. The consultant is expected to develop the survey instrument. The survey 

and questions must be designed to ensure statistical validity and 
quantifiable results. 

iv. The consultant will be responsible for the distribution and collection of 
surveys. 

 
b. Survey Analytics and Report 

 
Once surveys have been completed, the consultant must compile and analyze 
the results and prepare a draft written report including all graphs, raw data 
analysis, and any additional information the consultant believes is beneficial to 
understanding the collected information.  

 
c. Meetings 

 
The consultant should expect to attend at least one (1) City Council and one (1) 
Summit County Council meeting to present findings. 

 
IV. Contents of Proposal and Evaluation Criteria. 

 
Proposals will be evaluated on the criteria listed below.  Proposals are limited to eight pages in 
length excluding documents from Sections e, h, and i below. 

 
a. Cover Letter: Respondents shall provide a cover letter that succinctly explains the 

consultant’s interest in the project. The letter shall contain the name, address, and 
phone number of the person who will serve as the consultant’s principal contact and 
shall identify individual(s) who will be authorized to make a presentation on behalf 
of the consultant. 

 
b. Methodology: Describe the process, methodology, approach, and schedule for 

completion of the scope of services. Indicate how the process and approach will 
accomplish the project objectives. Provide recommendations for community 
engagement for the survey, keeping in mind the seasonal nature of trail use. 
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c. Schedule: Provide a schedule to complete the scope of work. 
 

d. Qualification of Key Personnel: Submit resumes of all people who will be involved in 
completing the scope of services. Include their experience in performing the 
required and necessary services or functions.  
 

e. Consultant’s Experience and References: Provide at least two references for 
completed projects of similar size and scope, completed during the past three years. 
Include brief summaries, final reports, and any other relevant documents from the 
two past projects. Include the name of the organization and name and phone 
number of the responsible contact. 

 
f. PCMC and SBSRD Responsibilities: Identify all services that are expected to be 

provided by PCMC and SBSRD. 
 

g. Proposals must include a fee schedule for services and shall include a not-to-exceed 
amount for the project. Include the fee for the scope of work, including all expenses 
attributable to the project. Provide hourly billing rate for specific team members 
that will be engaged in this project. 

 
h. Conflict of Interest and Litigation: Statement regarding any conflicts of interest and 

listing of any litigation involving the firm in the past five years and lawsuit dismissal 
and/or termination. 

 
i. Statement outlining acceptance of or any requested changes to PCMC’s standard 

contract. 
 

 
If Respondent proposes to use a third party (subcontractor, subconsultant, etc.) for completing 
all or a portion of the scope of work requirements, state the name and identify the portion of 
the scope of work to be completed by a third party. 
 
Each member of the selection committee shall use the evaluation criteria and percentage 
weights below to establish their own ranking of the Respondents.  The committee shall then 
use these individual rankings to establish an aggregate ranking of all the acceptable proposals.  
 
General and Specialized Experience – (30%): (a) Respondent's ability, capacity, and skill to 
perform or provide the required services; (b) Respondent's demonstrated ability with respect to 
quality, availability, and adaptability of the supplies or contractual services; (c) Respondent's 
organizational and financial history.  
 
Past Performance and Experience of Proposed Personnel - (20%);  
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Plan of Operation/Performance - (50%): (a) quality of Respondent’s operation/performance 
plan; (b) Respondent’s plan to contribute to PCMC’s and SBSRD’s defined goals. 

 
The selection committee will consider all documents, the presentation/interview if applicable, 
the response to the RFP, information gained while evaluating responses, and any other relevant 
information to make its determination.  The committee will select the Respondent which, in the 
committee's sole judgment, is best able to provide services to develop a methodology and 
survey instrument to gauge citizen opinion regarding the use of e-bikes on public trails owned 
or under the jurisdictions of PCMC and SBSRD. 

 
NOTE: Price may not be the sole deciding factor. 
 
PCMC reserves the right to reject any and all proposals for any reason. Proposals lacking 
required information will not be considered. The award of a contract may be subject to 
approval by City Council. 
 

V. Government Records Access and Management Act. 
 

All submittals will be treated as public records in accordance with the requirements of the 
Government Records Access and Management Act, Title 63G, Chapter 2 of the Utah Code 
(“GRAMA”) unless otherwise designated by the Respondent pursuant to Utah Code §63G-2-
309, as amended. The burden of claiming an exemption from disclosure shall rest solely with 
each Respondent. Respondent shall submit any materials for which Respondent claims a 
privilege from disclosure marked as “Confidential” and accompanied by a statement from 
Respondent supporting the exemption claim. PCMC shall make reasonable efforts to notify 
Respondent of any GRAMA requests for documents submitted under an exemption claim. 
Respondent waives any claims against PCMC related to disclosure of any materials pursuant to 
GRAMA. Please note the following: 
 

a. Respondent must not stamp all materials confidential.  Only those materials for 
which a claim of confidentiality can be made under GRAMA, such as trade secrets, 
pricing, non-public financial information, etc., should be stamped. 
 

b. Respondent must submit a letter stating the reasons for the claim of confidentiality 
for every type of information that is stamped “Confidential.” Generally, GRAMA only 
protects against the disclosure of trade secrets or commercial information that could 
reasonably be expected to result in unfair competitive injury. Failure to timely 
submit a written basis for a claim of “Confidential” may result in a waiver of an 
exemption from disclosure under GRAMA.

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VI. Ethics. 

 
By submission of a proposal, Respondent represents and agrees to the following ethical 
standards: 
 
REPRESENTATION REGARDING ETHICAL STANDARDS:  Respondent represents that it has not: 
(1) provided an illegal gift or payoff to a city officer or employee or former city officer or 
employee, or his or her relative or business entity; (2) retained any person to solicit or secure 
this contract upon an agreement or understanding for a commission, percentage, or brokerage 
or contingent fee, other than bona fide employees of bona fide commercial selling agencies for 
the purpose of securing business; (3) knowingly breached any of the ethical standards set forth 
in the City's conflict of interest ordinance, Chapter 3.1 of the Park City Code; or (4) knowingly 
influenced, and hereby promises that it will not knowingly influence, a city officer or employee 
or former city officer or employee to breach any of the ethical standards set forth in the City's 
conflict of interest ordinance, Chapter 3.1 of the Park City Code. 
 
VII. Selection Process. 
 
Proposals will be evaluated on the criteria listed in Section IV, Content of Proposal, above. 

 
The selection process will proceed on the following anticipated schedule: 
 

a. October 11, 2023, and October 12, 2023: A selection committee comprised of 
qualified persons, which may include City staff or representatives from other 
public and private stakeholders, will open, review and evaluate all proposals.  
 

b. October 16, 2023, to October 20, 2023: The selection committee may conduct 
interviews with the highest ranked Respondents. If applicable, interview 
requirements will be provided to those Respondents selected for further 
consideration.  
 

c. End of October: Final selection of the top-ranked proposal and preparation of 
contract.  
 

d. Contract execution.  
 

Following completion of the evaluation and establishment of the ranking, negotiations for 
contract purposes may be initiated with the top ranked Respondent. In the event that an 
agreement is not reached, PCMC may enter into negotiations with the next highest-ranked 
Respondent.  
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VIII. PCMC Standard Agreement Required. 
 

a. The successful Respondent will be required to enter into PCMC’S standard 
Professional Services Agreement.

IX. General Provisions. 

 
a. No Representations or Warranty.  It is the responsibility of each Respondent to 

carefully examine this RFP and evaluate all of the instructions, circumstances and 
conditions which may affect any proposal. Failure to examine and review the RFP 
and other relevant documents or information will not relieve Respondent from 
complying fully with the requirements of this RFP. Respondent’s use of the 
information contained in the RFP is at Respondent's own risk and no 
representation or warranty is made by PCMC regarding the materials in the RFP. 
 

b. Cost of Developing Proposals.  All costs related to the preparation of the 
proposals and any related activities are the sole responsibility of the 
Respondent. PCMC assumes no liability for any costs incurred by Respondents 
throughout the entire selection process.   

 
c. Equal Opportunity.  PCMC will make every effort to ensure that all Respondents 

are treated fairly and equally throughout the advertisement, review and 
selection process. The procedures established herein are designed to give all 
parties reasonable access to the same basic information.    

 
d. Proposal Ownership. All proposals, including attachments, supplementary 

materials, addenda, etc., will become the property of PCMC and will not be 
returned to the Respondent. 
 

e. Modification of RFP. PCMC reserves the right to cancel or modify the terms of 
this RFP and/or the project at any time and for any reason preceding the 
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contract execution. PCMC will provide written notice to Respondents of any 
cancellation and/or modification.  

 
f. Financial Responsibility. No proposal will be accepted from, or contract awarded 

to, any person, firm or corporation that is in arrears to PCMC, upon debt or 
contract, or that is a defaulter, as surety or otherwise, upon any obligation to the 
PCMC, or that may be deemed irresponsible or unreliable by PCMC.

This Service Provider/Professional Services Agreement (the “Agreement”) is

WITNESSETH: 
 

WHEREAS, the City desires to have certain services and tasks performed as set 
forth below requiring specialized skills and other supportive capabilities;  

 
WHEREAS, sufficient City resources are not available to provide such services; 
and 

 
WHEREAS, the Service Provider represents that the Service Provider is qualified 
and possesses sufficient skills and the necessary capabilities, including technical 
and professional expertise, where required, to perform the services and/or tasks 
set forth in this Agreement. 

 
NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the terms, conditions, covenants, and 
performance contained herein, the Parties hereto agree as follows: 

 
1. SCOPE OF SERVICES. 
 

The Service Provider shall perform such services and accomplish such tasks, 
including the furnishing of all materials and equipment necessary for full 
performance thereof, as are identified and designated as Service Provider 
responsibilities throughout this Agreement and as set forth in the “Scope of 
Services” attached hereto as “Exhibit  A” and incorporated herein (the 
“Project”). The total fee for the Project shall not exceed __________________ 
Dollars ($_____________). 
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The City has designated __________, or his/her designee as City’s 
Representative, who shall have authority to act on the City’s behalf with respect 
to this Agreement consistent with the budget contract policy. 

 
2. TERM. 
 

No work shall occur prior to the issuance of a Notice to Proceed which cannot 
occur until execution of this Agreement, which execution date shall be 
commencement of the term and the term shall terminate on 
________________________ or earlier, unless extended by mutual written 
agreement of the Parties.    
 

3. COMPENSATION AND METHOD OF PAYMENT. 
 
A. Payments for services provided hereunder shall be made monthly 

following the performance of such services.  
 

B. No payment shall be made for any service rendered by the Service 
Provider except for services identified and set forth in this Agreement. 

 
C. For all “extra” work the City requires, the City shall pay the Service 

Provider for work performed under this Agreement according to the 
schedule attached hereto as “Exhibit B,” or if none is attached, as 
subsequently agreed to by both Parties in writing. 

 
D. The Service Provider shall submit to the City Manager or her designee on 

forms approved by the City Manager, an invoice for services rendered 
during the pay period.  The City shall make payment to the Service 
Provider within thirty (30) days thereafter.  Requests for more rapid 
payment will be considered if a discount is offered for early payment.  
Interest shall accrue at a rate of six percent (6%) per annum for services 
remaining unpaid for sixty (60) days or more.  

 
E. The Service Provider reserves the right to suspend or terminate work and 

this Agreement if any unpaid account exceeds sixty (60) days. 
 
F. Service Provider acknowledges that the continuation of this Agreement 

after the end of the City’s fiscal year is specifically subject to the City 
Council’s approval of the annual budget.  

 
4. RECORDS AND INSPECTIONS. 
 

A. The Service Provider shall maintain books, records, documents, 
statements, reports, data, information, and other material with respect to 
matters covered, directly or indirectly, by this Agreement, including (but 
not limited  
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to) that which is necessary to sufficiently and properly reflect all direct and 
indirect costs related to the performance of this Agreement, and shall 
maintain such accounting procedures and practices as may be necessary 
to assure proper accounting of all funds paid pursuant to this Agreement. 

 
B. The Service Provider shall retain all such books, records, documents, 

statements, reports, data, information, and other material with respect to 
matters covered, directly or indirectly, by this Agreement for six (6) years 
after expiration of the Agreement. 

 
C. The Service Provider shall, at such times and in such form as the City may 

require, make available for examination by the City, its authorized 
representatives, the State Auditor, or other governmental officials 
authorized by law to monitor this Agreement, all such books, records, 
documents, statements, reports, data, information, and other material with 
respect to matters covered, directly or indirectly, by this Agreement. The 
Service Provider shall permit the City or its designated authorized 
representative to audit and inspect other data relating to all matters 
covered by this Agreement. The City may, at its discretion, conduct an 
audit at its expense, using its own or outside auditors, of the Service 
Provider’s activities, which relate directly or indirectly to this Agreement. 

 
D. The City is subject to the requirements of the Government Records 

Access and Management Act, Chapter 2, Title 63G, Utah Code,1953, as 
amended and Park City Municipal Code Title 5 (“GRAMA”).  All materials 
submitted by Service Provider pursuant to this Agreement are subject to 
disclosure unless such materials are exempt from disclosure pursuant to 
GRAMA.  The burden of claiming an exemption from disclosure rests 
solely with Service Provider.  Any materials for which Service Provider 
claims a privilege from disclosure based on business confidentiality shall 
be submitted marked as “confidential - business confidentiality” and 
accompanied by a concise statement from Service Provider of reasons 
supporting its claim of business confidentiality.  Generally, GRAMA only 
protects against the disclosure of trade secrets or commercial information 
that could reasonably be expected to result in unfair competitive injury. 
The City will make reasonable efforts to notify Service Provider of any 
requests made for disclosure of documents submitted under a claim of 
confidentiality.  Service Provider specifically waives any claims against the 
City related to any disclosure of materials pursuant to GRAMA.      

 
5. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR RELATIONSHIP. 
 

A. The Parties intend that an independent Service Provider/City relationship 
will be created by this Agreement.  No agent, employee, or representative 
of the Service Provider shall be deemed to be an employee, agent, or 
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representative of the City for any purpose, and the employees of the 
Service Provider are not entitled to any of the benefits the City provides for 
its employees.  The Service Provider will be solely and entirely 
responsible for its acts and for the acts of its agents, employees, 
subcontractors or representatives during the performance of this 
Agreement. 

 
B. In the performance of the services herein contemplated, the Service 

Provider is an independent contractor with the authority to control and 
direct the performance of the details of the work, however, the results of 
the work contemplated herein must meet the approval of the City and shall 
be subject to the City’s general rights of inspection and review to secure 
the satisfactory completion thereof. 

 
6. SERVICE PROVIDER EMPLOYEE/AGENTS. 
 

The City may at its sole discretion require the Service Provider to remove an 
employee(s), agent(s), or representative(s) from employment on this Project.  
The Service Provider may, however, employ that (those) individuals(s) on other 
non-City related projects. 

 
7. HOLD HARMLESS INDEMNIFICATION. 
 

A. The Service Provider shall indemnify and hold the City and its agents, 
employees, and officers, harmless from and shall process and defend at 
its own expense any and all claims, demands, suits, at law or equity, 
actions, penalties, losses, damages, or costs, of whatsoever kind or 
nature, brought against the City arising out of, in connection with, or 
incident to the execution of this Agreement and/or the Service Provider’s 
negligent performance or failure to perform any aspect of this Agreement; 
provided, however, that if such claims are caused by or result from the 
concurrent negligence of the City, its agents, employees, and officers, this 
indemnity provision shall be valid and enforceable only to the extent of the 
negligence of the Service Provider; and provided further, that nothing 
herein shall require the Service Provider to hold harmless or defend the 
City, its agents, employees and/or officers from any claims arising from 
the sole negligence of the City, its agents, employees, and/or officers.  
The Service Provider expressly agrees that the indemnification provided 
herein constitutes the Service Provider’s limited waiver of immunity as an 
employer under Utah Code Section 34A-2-105; provided, however, this 
waiver shall apply only to the extent an employee of Service Provider 
claims or recovers compensation from the City for a loss or injury that 
Service Provider would be obligated to indemnify the City for under this 
Agreement.  This limited waiver has been mutually negotiated by the 
Parties, and is expressly made effective only for the purposes of this 
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Agreement.  The provisions of this section shall survive the expiration or 
termination of this Agreement. 

 
B. No liability shall attach to the City by reason of entering into this 

Agreement except as expressly provided herein. 
 
8. INSURANCE. 
 

The Service Provider shall procure and maintain for the duration of the 
Agreement, insurance against claims for injuries to persons or damage to 
property which may arise from or in connection with the performance of the work 
hereunder by the Service Provider, their agents, representatives, employees, or 
subcontractors.  The Service Provider shall provide a Certificate of Insurance 
evidencing: 

 
A. General Liability insurance written on an occurrence basis with limits no 

less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) per occurrence and Three 
Million Dollars ($3,000,000) aggregate for personal injury, bodily injury and 
property damage.  

 
          The Service Provider shall increase the limits of such insurance to at least 

the amount of the Limitation of Judgments described in Section 63G-7-604 
of the Governmental Immunity Act of Utah, as calculated by the state risk 
manager every two years and stated in Utah Admin. Code R37-4-3. 

 
B. Automobile Liability insurance with a combined single limit of not less than 

Two Million Dollars ($2,000,000) each accident for bodily injury, death of 
any person, and property damage arising out of the ownership, 
maintenance, and use of owned, hired, and non-owned motor vehicles. 
This policy must not contain any exclusion or limitation with respect to 
loading or unloading of a covered vehicle. 

 
C. Professional Liability (Errors and Omissions) insurance (if applicable) with 

annual limits no less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) per 
occurrence. Service Provider agrees to continue to procure and maintain 
professional liability insurance coverage meeting these requirements for 
the applicable period of statutory limitation of claims (or statute of repose, 
if applicable) after the project completion or termination of this Agreement. 

 
 If written on a claims-made basis, the Service Provider warrants that the 

retroactive date applicable to coverage precedes the effective date of this 
agreement; and that continuous coverage will be maintained for an 
extended reporting period endorsement (tail coverage) will be purchased 
for a period of at least three (3) years beginning from the time that work 
under this agreement is complete. 
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D. Workers Compensation insurance and Employers Liability coverage with 

Workers Compensation limits complying with statutory requirements,  and 
Employer’s  Liability Insurance limits of at least One Million Dollars 
($1,000,000) each  accident, One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) for bodily 
injury by accident, and One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) each employee 
for injury by disease. 

 
 The Workers’ Compensation policy shall be endorsed with a waiver of 

subrogation in favor of Park City Municipal Corporation for all work 
performed by the Service Provider, its employees, agents and 
subcontractors. 

 

E. Park City Municipal Corporation, its officers, officials, employees, and 
volunteers are to be covered as additional insureds on general liability and 
auto liability insurance policies, with respect to work performed by or on 
behalf of the Service Provider including materials, parts, or equipment 
furnished in  connection with such work or operations and automobiles 
owned, leased, hired, or borrowed by or on behalf of the Service Provider 
and a copy of the endorsement naming the City as an additional insured 
shall be attached to the Certificate of Insurance.   

 
F. Should any of the above-described policies be cancelled before the 

expiration date thereof, Service Provider shall deliver notice to the City 
within thirty (30) days of cancellation.  The City reserves the right to 
request certified copies of any required policies. 

 
G. The Service Provider’s insurance shall contain a clause stating that 

coverage shall apply separately to each insured against whom claim is 
made or suit is brought, except with respect to the limits of the insurer’s 
liability. 

 
H. For any claims related to this Agreement, the Service Provider’s insurance 

coverage shall be primary insurance coverage with respect to Park City 
Municipal Corporation, its officers, officials, employees, and  

 volunteers.  Any insurance or self-insurance maintained by Park City 
Municipal Corporation, its officers, officials, employees, or volunteers shall 
be excess of the Service Provider’s insurance and shall not contribute with 
it. 

 
9. TREATMENT OF ASSETS. 
 

Title to all property furnished by the City shall remain in the name of the City and 
the City shall become the owner of the work product and other documents, if any, 
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prepared by the Service Provider pursuant to this Agreement (contingent on 
City’s performance hereunder). 

 
10. COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS AND WARRANTIES. 
 

A. The Service Provider, in the performance of this Agreement, shall comply 
with all applicable federal, state, and local laws and ordinances, including 
regulations for licensing, certification and operation of facilities, programs 
and accreditation, and licensing of individuals, and any other standards or 
criteria as described in this Agreement to assure quality of services.   

 
B. Unless otherwise exempt, the Service Provider is required to have a valid 

Park City business license.  
 

C. The Service Provider specifically agrees to pay any applicable fees or 
charges which may be due on account of this Agreement. 

 
D. If this Agreement is entered into for the physical performance of services 

within Utah, the Service Provider shall register and participate in E-Verify 
or an equivalent program.  The Service Provider agrees to verify 
employment eligibility through E-Verify, or an equivalent program, for each 
new employee that is employed within Utah, unless exempted by Utah 
Code § 63G-12-302.   

E. Service Provider shall be solely responsible to the City for the quality of all 
services performed by its employees or sub-contractors under this 
Agreement.   Service Provider hereby warrants that the services 
performed by its employees or sub-contractors will be performed 
substantially in conformance with the standard of care observed by 
similarly situated companies providing services under similar conditions.      

   
11. NONDISCRIMINATION. 
 

Any Service Provider that enters into an agreement for goods or services with 

Park City Municipal Corporation or any of its boards, agencies, or departments 

shall: 

 

A. Implement an employment nondiscrimination policy prohibiting 

discrimination in hiring, discharging, promoting or demoting, matters of 

compensation, or any other employment­ related decision or benefit 

against a person otherwise qualified, because of actual or perceived race; 

color; sex; pregnancy, childbirth, or pregnancy- related conditions; age, if  
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the individual is 40 years of age or older; religion; national origin; 

disability; sexual orientation; gender identity; genetic information; or 

military status. 

 

B. In the performance of this Agreement, Service Provider shall not 

discriminate on account of actual or perceived race; color; sex; 

pregnancy, childbirth, or pregnancy-related conditions; age, if the 

individual is 40 years of age or older; religion; national origin; disability; 

sexual orientation; gender identity; genetic information; or military 

status. 

 

C. Incorporate the foregoing provisions in all subcontracts or assignments 

hereunder and take such actions as may be required to ensure full 

compliance with the provisions of this policy. 

 
12. ASSIGNMENTS/SUBCONTRACTING. 
 

A. The Service Provider shall not assign its performance under this 
Agreement or any portion of this Agreement without the written consent of 
the City, and it is further agreed that said consent must be sought in 
writing by the Service Provider not less than thirty (30) days prior to the 
date of any proposed assignment.  The City reserves the right to reject 
without cause any such assignment.  Any assignment made without the 
prior express written consent of the City, as required by this paragraph, 
shall be deemed null and void.   

 
B. Any work or services assigned hereunder shall be subject to each 

provision of this Agreement and proper bidding procedures where 
applicable as set forth in local, state or federal statutes, ordinance and 
guidelines. 

 
C. Any technical/professional service subcontract not listed in this 

Agreement, must have express advance approval by the City. 
 
D. Each subcontractor that physically performs services within Utah shall  

submit an affidavit to the Service Provider stating that the subcontractor 
has used E-Verify, or an equivalent program,  to verify the employment 
status of each new employee, unless exempted by Utah Code § 63G-12-
302. 
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13. CHANGES. 
 

Either party may request changes to the scope of services and performance to 
be provided hereunder, however, no change or addition to this Agreement shall 
be valid or binding upon either party unless such change or addition be in writing 
and signed by both Parties.  Such amendments shall be attached to and made 
part of this Agreement. 

 
14. PROHIBITED INTEREST, NO THIRD PARTY RIGHTS AND NO GRATUITY TO 

CITY EMPLOYEES. 
 

A. No member, officer, or employee of the City shall have any interest, direct or      
indirect, in this Agreement or the proceeds thereof.   
 

B. Nothing herein is intended to confer rights of any kind in any third party.   
 
C. No City employee who has procurement decision making authority and 
 is engaged in the procurement process, or the process of administering a 
 contract, may knowingly receive anything of value including but not limited 
 to gifts, meals, lodging or travel from anyone that is seeking or has a 
 contract with the City. 

  

 15. MODIFICATIONS TO TASKS AND MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS. 
 

A. All work proposed by the Service Provider is based on current government 
ordinances and fees in effect as of the date of this Agreement.   

 
B. Any changes to current government ordinances and fees which affect the 

scope or cost of the services proposed may be billed as an “extra” 
pursuant to Paragraph 3(C), or deleted from the scope, at the option of the 
City. 

 
C. The City shall make provision for access to the property and/or project and 

adjacent properties, if necessary, for performing the services herein. 
 
16. TERMINATION. 
 

A. Either party may terminate this Agreement, in whole or in part, at any time, 
by at least thirty (30) days' written notice to the other party.  The Service 
Provider shall be paid its costs, including contract close-out costs, and 
profit on work performed up to the time of termination.  The Service 
Provider shall promptly submit a termination claim to the City.  If the 
Service Provider has any property in its possession belonging to the City, 
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the Service Provider will account for the same, and dispose of it in a 
manner directed by the City. 

 
B. If the Service Provider fails to perform in the manner called for in this 

Agreement, or if the Service Provider fails to comply with any other 
provisions of the Agreement and fails to correct such noncompliance 
within three (3) days’ written notice thereof, the City may immediately 
terminate this Agreement for cause.  Termination shall be effected by 
serving a notice of termination on the Service Provider setting forth the 
manner in which the Service Provider is in default.  The Service Provider 
will only be paid for services performed in accordance with the manner of 
performance set forth in this Agreement. 

 
17. NOTICE. 
 

Notice provided for in this Agreement shall be sent by certified mail to the 
addresses designated for the Parties below.  Notice is effective upon the date it 
was sent, except that a notice of termination pursuant to Paragraph 16 is 
effective upon receipt. All reference to “days” in this Agreement shall mean 
calendar days.  

 
18. ATTORNEYS FEES AND COSTS. 
 

If any legal proceeding is brought for the enforcement of this Agreement, or 
because of a dispute, breach, default, or misrepresentation in connection with 
any of the provisions of this Agreement, the prevailing party shall be entitled to 
recover from the other party, in addition to any other relief to which such party 
may be entitled, reasonable attorney’s fees and other costs incurred in 
connection with that action or proceeding. 

 
19. JURISDICTION AND VENUE. 
 

A. This Agreement has been and shall be construed as having been made 
and delivered within the State of Utah  and it is agreed by each party 
hereto that this Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of 
Utah, both as to interpretation and performance. 

 
B. Any action of law, suit in equity, or judicial proceeding for the enforcement 

of this Agreement, or any provisions thereof, shall be instituted and 
maintained only in any of the courts of competent jurisdiction in Summit 
County, Utah. 
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20. SEVERABILITY AND NON-WAIVER. 
 

A. If, for any reason, any part, term, or provision of this Agreement is held by 
a court of the United States to be illegal, void or unenforceable, the validity 
of the remaining provisions shall not be affected, and the rights and 
obligations of the Parties shall be construed and enforced as if the 
Agreement did not contain the particular provision held to be invalid. 

 
B. If it should appear that any provision hereof is in conflict with any statutory 

provision of the State of Utah, said provision which may conflict therewith 
shall be deemed inoperative and null and void insofar as it may be in 
conflict therewith, and shall be deemed modified to conform in such 
statutory provisions. 

 
C. It is agreed by the Parties that the forgiveness of the non-performance of 

any provision of this Agreement does not constitute a subsequent waiver 
of the provisions of this Agreement.  No waiver shall be effective unless it 
is in writing and signed by an authorized representative of the waiving 
party. 

 
21. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. 
 

The Parties agree that this Agreement is the complete expression of the terms 
hereto and any oral representations or understandings not incorporated herein 
are excluded.  Further, any modification of this Agreement shall be in writing and 
signed by both Parties.  Failure to comply with any of the provisions stated herein 
shall constitute material breach of contract and cause for termination.  Both 
Parties recognize time is of the essence in the performance of the provisions of 
this Agreement.   

 
22. COUNTERPARTS.  
 

This Agreement may be executed in counterparts, each of which will be deemed 
an original and all of which together will constitute one and the same instrument. 

 
23. ELECTRONIC SIGNATURES.  
 

Each party agrees that the signatures of the parties included in this 
Agreement, whether affixed on an original document manually and later 
electronically transmitted or whether affixed by an electronic signature through an 
electronic signature system such as DocuSign, are intended to authenticate this
