As Staff Report noted the applicant submitted a revised Trip Generation Estimates for the project last week in response to questions raised by City’s 3rd party transportation engineer, WCG, resulting in a significant increase in estimated daily trips for the project (Exhibit C). 



Proposed Transit LoopProposed Transit Loop

provides a one-way dedicated bus-only lane shown in this slide in red in a counterclockwise loop from the Y-intersection on Deer Valley Drive West to Doe Pass Road, and around Deer Valley Drive East back to the Y-intersection. This alternative also includes a 12-foot-wide separated multi-use path (for pedestrians and bicyclists) along portions of the same loop. 

The City is continuing to evaluate the proposed Transit Loop we like that the Transit Loop 1) prioritizes transit by dedicating one lane to buses without significantly widening the road; and 2) provides additional flexibility for transit as buses would not be required to circulate in a one-way manner (buses traveling the clockwise loop would travel in the general-purpose traffic lane). Staff also notes that a bus-only lane is an option for emergency response vehicles.
 
The City and WCG have asked for more detailed information on intersections, driveways, turning lanes, and conflict points to evaluate how the proposed Transit Loop will function.
 
At this point the City’s two recommended modifications include 1) allowing for two bus-only lanes on Doe Pass Road; and 2) a bus queue jump at the intersection of Deer Valley Drive West and Doe Pass Road. Doe Pass Road is the access point to the Transit Mobility Hub and providing two bus-only lanes (one in each direction) with the Transit Loop around the entire Deer Valley Loop gives transit multiple routing options and the most direct access. These recommendations are outlined in WCG’s recent Technical Memorandum to the applicant (Exhibit B) dated November 23, 2001.

1. The applicant has not reduced the number of curb cuts into 
the garage on Doe Pass Road and Deer Valley Drive East, 
which create multiple conflicts with transit, pedestrians, and 
cyclists; 

2. It is not clear if the 12-foot multi-use path extends around the 
entire Deer Valley Loop; and 

3. Mitigation for Deer Valley Drive East is still being evaluated 
with updated trip generation numbers in progress.
