A Few Important Reminders

1. No Pay, No Play
Please make sure your dues are paid before you tee off with the league. It helps our treasurer
and keeps things running smoothly for everyone.

2. Need to Cancel?
Please just give the pro shop a quick call before Tuesday morning so we can adjust the
schedule. 435-615-5800

3. Pace of Play
Arrive early, stay with the group ahead of you, and let faster players through if needed. Let’s all
help the day move along enjoyably.

4. Scorecards
Please fill them out exactly as requested (a sample will be in the pro shop). You're welcome to
keep a personal card for stats, too! Winners and cash prizes are announced weekly via email.



5. Every Stroke Counts
Even though GHIN scores can be adjusted, your league scorecard must show every stroke. If
you pick up and take max score, don’t turn in the card—it won't count toward prizes.

6. Post Your Scores
You're responsible for posting all non-championship scores in GHIN on the day you play. If you
forget, no problem—just make sure to enter the correct play date. You can also use GHIN's hole-
by-hole scoring if you prefer.

7. Putts Matter
On regular Tuesdays, putt out every hole unless it's match play or best ball—then it's okay to
pick up if you're out of the hole. No matter the game, keep up with the group ahead.

8. Provisional Balls
If you hit (or think you may have hit) a ball out of bounds, hit a provisional from the same spot.
This saves time and follows league rules. Please note: Park City does not use the USGA local
drop rule—we follow traditional rules for OB shots.

9. Visitors
We love welcoming new faces, but due to the limited number of tee times available right now,
we're unable to accommodate visitors at this time. Thanks for understanding!
