Park City’s Main Street will host the start and finish of the prestigious final stage of the 2012 Tour of Utah on 
Sunday, August 12. The race start/finish area on lower Main Street will be combined with the Park Silly Sunday 
Market (relocating to upper Main Street for the day of the race) in order to create a day- long festival atmosphere for 
an anticipated crowd of  20,000 spectators. Due to the overall scope of hosting both the Park Silly Sunday Market 
and the final stage of the Tour of Utah, parking restrictions and temporary road closures will exist throughout Park 
City on Sunday, August 12.  Residents, business owners, spectators and visitors should familiarize themselves with 
these restrictions to help minimize impacts.

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Parking 
 
Spectator Satellite Parking with Supplemented Transit Service 
Park City Municipal and its partners have provided suggested spectator parking, that is free to the public, outside of 
the Old Town area, to help mitigate for traffic during the event. Spectators are highly encouraged to use these 
lots to avoid traffic delays and impacts. Transit service to the event from these lots will be supplemented to allow 
for bus service every 15 minutes. 
 
Parking in near Main Street 
Parking will not be allowed on Park Ave. between Deer Valley Dr. and Heber Ave. from 6am to 12:30pm on the day 
of the event. 
 
Public parking on Main Street and Swede Alley will be limited to credentialed vehicles only.   
 
Limited paid public parking in the amount of $10 will be available in the China Bridge parking structure; however, 
access to China Bridge parking structure will be from Marsac Avenue only. Additional public parking will be 
available at other public surface lots around the Old Town area. It is recommended that people plan accordingly 
and/or use alternative transportation such as bicycles (free bike valet parking will be available  at the Town 
Lift Condo garage on Lower Main and 9th street) or the free public transit system.   
 
(CB) China Bridge pass holders will be allowed to park in the North Marsac lot as well as the top level of the China 
Bridge structure. 
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Transit  
Public Transit will be supplemented to provide buses at a higher frequency to satellite parking areas noted above 
throughout the event and will provide access to the Old Town Transit Center. Service along Heber Avenue will be 
moved to 9th street to accommodate the start/finish area near Heber Ave and Main Street. Additionally, service 
timing will be impacted during the start and finish times of the race when road closures are present. 
 
Road Closures 
Road Closures on August 12 
The following temporary road closures will take place while riders are on the race course to ensure the safety of 
cyclists and spectators: 

1. Race Start (approximately 11:50 am-12:30 pm) The race will start with two ceremonial laps in the Old 
Town/Park Avenue area. Temporary road closures will impact Deer Valley Drive, Heber Avenue, and Park 
Avenue.  

 
2. Race Finish (approximately 3:00pm-5:00pm) The final section of the race course will have riders 

coming over Guardsman Pass Road from Midway into Park City. Areas/roads affected include: Guardsman 
Pass Road/SR-224/ Marsac Ave, Empire Canyon, Silver Lake, Royal Street and Deer Valley Drive. 

 
During these temporary road closures, no public vehicle access will be permitted.  Residents, 

businesses, visitors and spectators are encouraged to plan accordingly by getting to restricted areas 
prior to or after these temporary road closures are in effect.
